Information about Speech & Drama Lessons

The termly fee for tuition for 2010-2011 is as follows:

Children are givppastunities to take Lon-
don Academy of Speech and Drama examinations (LAMRATinity
Guildhall Examinations.

Classes are structured around the individual talend interests of the stu-
dents. Subjects on offer may include communicagioth performance, mime,
devised improvisation, performing text, acting, lubpeaking and Verse &
Prose.

Classes generally start with a warm-up, game oromigation and then
move on to voice and text work. Exam work usuailyolves learning one or
two pieces off by heart and children can work atrtbwn pace. Exams are
not obligatory but children who enter usually doyeell. In November

2009 100% gained Distinction and Merit. All theldnén need is enthusiasm
and interest!

Non examination candidates will concentrate onréiqudar area of interest
e.g. performance skills, poetry writing, improvisat acting or sight reading
as well as developing voice skills on a more indlinal basis.

Exercises to develop clarity of speech, varietioime, pitch, pace, power and
use of pause are all explored. The aim of voicekwsto develop a pleasing
sound to maximum effect with the minimum of effort.

Apart from the obvious benefits of working within a structure
programme where children gain certificates, these classes are
aimed to be fun and to help develop the child’s confidémper-
form to a high standard.

Both boards are QCA recognised. The syllabi are closely linked to
the National Curriculum aiming to develop speaking lastdning
skills as well as broaden the pupil’'s knowledge of astlamd

texts.

Parents may also find that these classes are ectie#f resource to support a
child’s work on communication or reading where idiffty may be experi-
enced. Such attention can also boost a child’s imar@ise self esteem or it
may serve as a tool to promote positive socialaateon through the games
and exercises we play and, over the years we tearevgonderful progress
made with children.

In addition Upper School class times may be exddra/ 5 mins per pupil
up to a maximum of eight pupils (50 mins) for whibere is no extra
charge.

In this way accommodation is made, for those whehwio take part in larger
group work as well as solo examination and festivalk. This may include
Group Recital, Choral Speaking, Group Devised Perdmce and Group
Acting.

Speech & Drama classes take place before schaalk himes and lunch
times and Upper School classes may also take gdg@rangement, after
school, normally on Mondays.
